Membership in this chapter is an honor bestowed upon deserving students by the faculty, and shall be based on the criteria of Scholarship, Service, Leadership, and Character.

Eligibility:

a. Candidates eligible for election to this chapter as an Active member must be a member of the sophomore, junior, or senior class. Freshmen may become Junior members.

b. To be eligible for selection to membership in this chapter, the candidate must have attended school for a period of one full semester at New Dimensions High School.

c. Candidates eligible for election to the chapter shall have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.5.

d. Candidates must also meet New Dimensions High School attendance requirements.

e. Candidates who meet the GPA requirements and attendance requirements must also be selected by a panel of five teachers based on the student’s service, leadership, and character.

f. Members must maintain the GPA requirements and attendance requirements, and may not receive a “C” in any course.

The selection of members to this chapter shall be by a majority vote of the Faculty Council consisting of five faculty members appointed by the administration.
Prior to selection, the following shall occur:

a. The Faculty Council shall nominate potential candidates

b. Nominees’ academic records shall be reviewed to determine scholastic eligibility.

c. Students who are nominated and eligible scholastically shall be sent a Letter of Invitation, which requests that they submit a Student Activity Information Form for further consideration for selection.

d. Accepted candidates shall be informed in writing of their honor and inducted into the society in a special Induction Ceremony. Candidates who are not accepted will be notified in writing and informed of the reasons why they were not accepted.
