Meeting began at 6:00 p.m.

I. FCAT  – Dr. Cafiero gave SAC parents and teachers. She stressed with parents that students should not bring cell phones or any other electronic devices. Wednesday, March 10, 2010, there will not be an early release day. This should be added to web site. 
II. Mid Year Report of SIP – Dr. Cafiero updated report with new data and highlighted the gains in reading, math, and science.
III. Attendance -  Dr. Grimm presented the new attendance policy. She indicated that an attendance committee has been established. This committee will meet with parents of students who have exceeded 5 absences. NDHS instituted an incentive to reward students who have only one or two absences. Students with two absences and an “A” average in a class are exempt from their final exam. Students with only one absence and a “B” average in a class would also be exempt from the final. This does not include DE or AP courses or courses with an end-of-course exam.
IV. Parent and Student Surveys – Dr. Grimm informed Board that the student/parent is posted on the NDHS web site. Parents and students should take the survey. It was suggested that computers be set up in the media center where parents and students can take the survey while at the OPEN HOUSE on May 20, 2010. One parent suggested at Parent night to do a dinner or bake sale to get more parents.
V. US NEWS and WORLD Report Recognition – Dr. Grimm indicated that NDHS was in the top 10% of schools in the Nation. The report and its criteria can be found on the link on the NDHS home page. We feel that we will be able to score even higher on this report next year since we will be increasing our AP course offerings from 2 courses to 8.
VI. Ink Cartridge Fundraiser – A parent volunteer will take over the collection of ink cartridges and mail them out so that NDHS can receive the funds. One parent volunteer will be looking into the cell phone recycling program as another means to raise funds for SAC.
