New Dimensions High School

Student Council

Constitution

Article I: Name

The organization shall be known as the New Dimensions High School Student Council

Article II: Purpose

The Purpose of the organization shall be:

A. To establish better communication between student body, staff, and community

B. To develop leadership qualities and organizational skills among students

C. To promote a safe, clean environment in the school and the community

D. To exemplify excellence in effort, conduct, and school involvement

Article III: Membership

A. Scholastic Qualifications

a. Members must maintain a “B” average as of the previous semester and shall maintain that average or they may be removed from the council 
b. If at the end of a quarter (nine weeks) a member’s GPA drops to a 2.5, they will temporarily lose voting privileges until it is raised (progress reports)
c. All members must present their report cards at the end of each nine weeks to the sponsor to verify grades

B. Character Qualification

a. No referrals or administrative detentions in the prior year or current semesters
b. No more than 5 absences in the prior semester (3 tardies= 1absence)
c. Three teacher letter of recommendations
C. Executive Board

a. Shall include:
i. CEO

ii. Second Chairman

iii. Third Chairman

iv. Fourth Chairman
b. Letters of Intent along with letters of recommendations should be submitted first Thursday of September. Elections of qualified applicants will be held third Thursday of September.

c. Officers are elected by Student Council members ONLY.

d. Past officers will be acting as board until new officers are elected.

D. Class Officers

a. At least two class officers from each grade must be a representative at Student Council meetings
i. Class officers for grades 10, 11, and 12 shall be elected by their respective grades by June 1 for the upcoming year and shall include a primary election at least one week before

ii. Class officers from grade nine must be elected before October 1 of the year and shall include a primary election at least one week before
b. Requirements
i. Members must maintain a “B” average as of the previous semester and shall maintain that average or they may be removed from the council 

ii. All members must present their report cards at the end of each nine weeks to the sponsor to verify grades

c. Class elections are to be scheduled by Student Council secretary and Mentors for each grade. 

d. ALL posters should be submitted to Student Council for administrative approval (Posters should be professional in nature)
** 2010-2011- emergency change of elections unanimous of board and mentor

E. Club Representatives

a. Each club department shall appoint a (one) representative

i. Athletic department

ii. Dance department

iii. Literature/ Art department

iv. Environmental/Science department

v. Tech department

vi. Volunteer (Interact/ Teen Summit) department

F. Vacancy

a. If a vacancy were to occur, the student with the next highest votes in election results will be appointed

i. If no such member is available, the executive board shall call a special election

G. Conduct

a. Any member who obtains more than three unexcused absences in a semester shall be removed from the council for the remainder of the year

i. Absences are excused on an individual basis by the administration
b. Any council member who is suspended from school will be removed from the council 

i. The student may chose to present their case to the executive board and the sponsor (teacher); a ¾ vote is required to override 

c. For failure to carry out duties, a member can be removed by a ¾ vote by the executive board
d. All members shall complete 24 hours of community service each year

Article IV: Officers (Council Board)
A. CEO

a. Shall be a student council member with at least one year of experience

b. Shall be a junior or senior

c. Conducts council meetings

d. Operates as chairman of the executive board

e. Shall be responsible for budget and collection of fund-raising activities

f. Shall make final decisions in the instance of a tie (pertaining to voting)

g. Shall meet with principal in order to update them on upcoming events

h. Shall appoint all committees and committee chairmen

B. Second Chairman

a. Shall be a student council member with at least one year of experience

b. Shall be a junior or senior

c. Shall preside over the council in the absence of the CEO
d. Shall preside over all committee chairmen

C. Third Chairman

a. Shall maintain minutes of all meetings and events

b. Shall maintain a record of attendance for all meetings and events

c. Shall address the student body with a monthly letter to inform them of upcoming events, decisions, and ideas

d. Shall keep a scrapbook and record of all council achievements and events

D. Fourth Chairman

a. Shall record all monetary transactions

b. Shall keep an up to date account of receipts and disbursements

c. Shall keep record of all products used or sold by the council

Article V: Executive Board

A. Members

a. Shall include the CEO and second, third, and fourth chairmen

B. Pertaining to class officers

a. Shall Remove any class officer from office by a ¾ vote for failure to complete duties and appoint the student with the next highest votes
b. Shall have a meeting will all class officers to finalize dates for class fundraising activities 
c. Fundraisers should be presented the first Thursday of October for first semester and the first Thursday of February for the second semester. If this can not happen, fundraiser should be presented to Student Council one month before effective date.

Article VI: Meetings

A. Assembly

a. Council shall meet at least twice a month

b. CEO or sponsor may call a meeting whenever necessary

B. Attendance
a. All members are required to attend

b. One-half plus one member of the council shall constitute a quorum, if not, Council board must be unanimous during voting
c. All students have the right to attend meetings, but the CEO shall have the power to remove them due to poor conduct

C. Voting 
a. Each member shall have one vote

b. There shall be no proxy votes

c. CEO shall finalize ties

Article VII: Constitution

A. Amendments

a. Any proposed amendment must have a 2/3 vote from the council

b. Any proposed amendment must be typed in its entirety
